– Fabric – 5/8 yd of material for lining- usually a solid cotton – can be 

remnant or leftover piece for inside bag  

– 1½ yd of webbing for handles (looks like handles for a gym bag) - found 

in the fringe dept- comes in a variety of colors, cotton or nylon is fine

–  18” X 9” rectangle of fusible fleece, 9-inch zipper, 60 inches of 

decorative rope trim or ribbon or we can sew handle from remnant

– 3/4 yd fabric for background 

– You can choose to add 5 to 7 pockets on your organizer. I chose to do 5 

pockets for my example. 

– You can make 2 pockets with 1/3 yd cotton fabric (3 separate fabrics 1/3 

yd each) or you can do all your pockets with 1yd cotton fabric or you can 

select 5 to 6 remnant pieces (12” x 18”)  

– The pockets can be different sizes. 

– Thread to match 

Flower Fleece Pillow – 1/2 yd of fleece (back and front) – or remnant pieces of fleece (15”x15” 
and 10”x8”) 

– 1/3 yd fleece (flower) 
– 2 fleece remnant pieces (15”x6” and 10”x8” coordinating colors) 
– Large bag of stuffing 
– Thread to match

– 3/8 yard (60”) or 1 yard (45”) fabric for 3 pockets 

– 3/8 yard (60”) or 1 yard (45”) fabric for 2 contrasting pockets 

– Thread to match

– One 30” x 58” solid colored towel (I like the RE Room Essentials ones 

from Target. They come in lots of great colors and are only $5) 

– 1/2 yard main fabric (Fabric A: This will be the chair pocket, side pocket 

flap, and ties.) 

– 2 coordinating Fat Quarters (Fabric B & C: This will be side pocket 

interior/exterior.) 

– 3/4 yard coordinating cotton webbing for handles 

– Thread to match 

Taco – 3/8 yd fleece (taco shell) 

– 1/4 yd contrasting fleece (mouth, arms, legs) 

– 1/4 yd contrasting fleece (lettuce) 

– 5”x7” fleece remnant (cheese) 

– 6”x7” fleece remnant (tomato ears) 

– Large bag of stuffing 

– Thread to match 



Striped Lounge Quilt – Fabric (45” Wide) Eleven 1/6 yard (6 inch) strips of cotton fabric (great 

project to use up fabric from previous projects or fabric you have in your 

fabric stash) 

– 45”x60” piece of batting 

– 1 3/4 yards of backing (cotton or flannel) 

– Thread to match 

Sea Turtle Softie – 1/3 yd cotton or fleece (shell)
